Rules and Instructions

What you need to do:
· The Reading Part
· Review the “Weekly Goal Sheets” included in this packet. Make sure your child records his/her minutes read each night. It is OK to skip a night, just be sure to meet the weekly goal. The minimum goals are as follows:
· Kindergarten -3rd grade:   20 minutes per night/140 minutes per week
· 4th-6th grades:                   30 minutes per night/210 minutes per week
· For 4th-6th grade students:  Minutes only count for new books – no reading the same book over and over. 
· Please encourage your child to read more than the minimum goal. Minutes spent reading to your child also count. (This goes for students in all grades.)
· Sign the “Goal Sheets” and make sure your child brings them back to school on Tuesdays for the next three weeks.  They get a weekly prize for doing this!!
· Late goal sheets are accepted if a student is absent. Please give them to the office.

· The Fundraising Part
· Students are to collect flat donations (not pledges per minute) for their reading efforts.
· All donations need to be in the form of a check made out to Arrowhead PTA. 
      (No cash, please.)
· Arrowhead PTA is a non-profit organization and donations are tax deductible.
· Please include company matching funds forms in the envelope with your donations.
· Company matching funds are not included in determining prize eligibility.
· Envelopes must be brought to school on Tuesday, October 25th, 2011. Late envelopes will count for the SCHOOL REWARD, but not for Grand, Classroom or Drawing Prizes.
